MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING 

 

Monday, July 6, 2015 
 

 The Common Council was convened at 7:00 p.m. and was called to order by President 

McLaughlin.  

 

            The roll being called, the following answered to their names: Council Members Applyrs, Bailey, 

Commisso, Conti, Doesschate, Fahey, Flynn, Golby, Herring, Igoe, Kimbrough, Kornegay, Krasher, 

O’Brien and Robinson. 

 

           Also present was the following staff: Nala Woodard, Barbara Samel, Patrick Jordan,  

and Cashawna Parker. 

 

           Council Member Doesschate led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 
President Pro Tempore Conti made a motion to change the order of business to allow for the 

introduction and consideration of Resolution Number 43.71.15Ras the first agenda item, which was 

approved by unanimous voice vote. 

 

Council Member Bailey introduced RESOLUTION NUMBER 43.71.15R, requested passage and a 

voice vote thereon: 

 

RESOLUTION HONORING THE LIFE OF COUNCIL MEMBER SARAH CURRY-COBB 

AND NAMING LIMERICK DRIVE IN HER HONOR 

 

 WHEREAS, Sarah Curry-Cobb grew up on a sharecropper’s farm in Tiptonville, Tennessee under 

the tutelage of her parents and grandparents, learning early to give back to others whose blessings were not 

as abundant as hers; and 

 

 WHEREAS, as one of the original and oldest members of SNCC, Sarah was a pioneer in the Civil 

Rights Movement and politics.  She worked with Julian Bond and Fannie Lou Hamer in organizing 

Mississippi Democractic Party and Tennessee Voters Councils.  She also worked with the Labor and Civil 

Rights Movement to get liberals and African Americans elected in the Deep South for the first time since 

Reconstruction.  Sarah marched with Dr. Martin Luther King and worked with Whitney M. Young, Jessie 

Jackson, Vernon Jordan, Bill Johnson, Andrew Young and many others who thought it not robbery to fight 

for the rights and hopes of all Americans to be treated equal, to vote, to receive quality education and to be 

valued; and 

 

WHEREAS, Sarah had a distinguished professional career working for the National Urban League 

in New York City as Deputy to the Director for Economic Development under the Skills Bank Program, 

which included the Labor Education Apprenticeship Program, the most successful apprenticeship program 

in the nation.  She then served as Director of Equal Employment Programs for the New York State Office 

of Court Administration and then was recruited for the position of Deputy to the Commissioner for 

Affirmative Action/Minority Affairs in the Department of Mental Health in Albany.  Sarah designed and 

implemented the agency’s Affirmative Action Plan and its Minority Patient Advocacy and Voting Rights 

Program.  In 1988, she became Chief of Staff for Assemblywoman Aurelia Greene and furthered her love 

of politics by drafting legislation and resolutions, research and analysis on issues of concern to the 

constituent base and interfacing with lobbyists, unions and the community; and 
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WHEREAS, re-elected by the 4
th

 ward as Council Member three times, Sarah made remarkable 

achievements in the community she was proud to serve.  Working with Andrew Cuomo of HUD (now 

Governor) and former Mayor Gerald Jennings and other officials, she secured funding of 28 million for the 

rebuilding of the Edwin Corning Homes and the development of a Community Center, Library, and Day 

Care Center.  The same cooperative efforts resulted in funding for the Whitney M. Young Health Center, 

South Mall Towers Senior Citizens Home, the improvement of the North Swan Street, building of the 

Hope Six Projects and other accomplishments to numerous to mention.  As ward leader, she had much 

success, with the Neighborhood Back to School Cook-Out where she would give out book bags, school 

supplies and clothing.  There wasn’t a month, week, or hour that passed that Sarah Curry-Cobb wasn’t 

doing something to uplift the community she loved and served for 12 years.  She gave out costumes and 

candy for Halloween, Thanksgiving baskets for families, and toys for Christmas.  Every graduate in her 

ward, whether from kindergarten to high school received a graduation certificate.  Sarah made sure she was 

available to the constituents of the 4
th

 Ward whenever they needed assistance.  It was not uncommon for 

her to receive a phone call after 11 p.m., or follow the sound of sirens to see if she could be of any 

assistance.  Sarah Curry-Cobb loved the 4
th

 Ward and they loved her back; and 

 

 WHEREAS, she was a member of the Metropolitan New Testament Baptist Church, serving as a 

perfect example of “Give your Best to the Master.”  She was a “door keeper” on the Viola Bonds Senior 

Usher Board, a missionary worker for the Edna L. Hamilton Missionary Ministry, and a dedicated and 

supportive member of the Progressive 500 Ministry.  She faithfully served on the Board of Trustees and 

the Board of Directors for Drake Manor Senior Complex; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Sarah was a graduate of Paul Quinn College (Waco, TX) and the University of 

Massachusetts.  She received a fellowship in Urban Planning at MIT, and trained in Telecommunications 

for Executives at the IBM Educational Center in Boca Raton, Florida. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that in recognition of her life, honorary street signs to 

read “Hon. Sarah Curry-Cobb Way” shall be placed adjacent to the existing Limerick Drive signs. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a public street designation recognizing Council Member 

Sarah Curry-Cobb will serve as a reminder of her accomplished life and her accomplishments, service, 

patience and love for the City of Albany and the 4
th

 Ward.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING 

 

President Pro Tempore Conti made a motion to approve the minutes of April 20, 2015 and the minutes of a 

special meeting held on April 23, 2015, which was approved by unanimous voice vote. 

 

 CONSIDERATION OF LOCAL LAWS: 

 

Council Member Conti introduced LOCAL LAW H-2015, which was held: 

 

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING PART 13 (PLANNING BOARD OF THE CITY OF 

ALBANY) OF CHAPTER 42 (DEPARTMENTS AND COMMISSIONS) OF THE CODE OF 

THE CITY OF ALBANY IN ORDER TO AMEND THE TERMS OF OFFICE 
 

 The City of Albany, in Common Council convened, does hereby ordain and enact: 

 

 Section 1.  Subsection A of Section 42-178 of Chapter 42 of the Code of the City of Albany is 

hereby amended to read as follows: 

 

§ 42-178. Members; qualifications; terms of office; compensation; Mayor. 

 

A. Of the members of the Board to be appointed, not more than two shall be officials of the City of 

Albany. The terms of the member or members of the Board who hold municipal office, if any, shall 

terminate with the term of the Mayor selecting such member, or members. [There shall be one 

nonmunicipal officeholder appointed for a term of one year, one for a term of two years, and the remaining 

for a term or terms of three years.] The successors to the nonmunicipal officeholders on the Board shall be 

appointed for the term of [three] five years from and after the expiration of the term of their predecessors 

in office. 

  

Section 2.  This local law shall take effect upon final passage, public hearing and filing with 

the Secretary of State. 

 

 

Council Member Fahey moved to amend LOCAL LAW A-2014 and as amended requested it 

remained held: 

 

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING ARTICLE II (FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION) OF 

CHAPTER 193 (FIREARMS AND AMMUNTION) TO REQUIRE SAFE STORAGE OF 

FIREARMS 

 

  BE IT ENACTED by the Common Council of the City of Albany as follows:

Section 1.  Article II of Chapter 193 of the Code of the City of Albany shall be amended to 

read as follows: 

  

 

ARTICLE II 

STORAGE, DISPLAY, AND AMMUNITION 

FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION 

 

 § 193-6.  Purpose. 

 

The Common Council hereby finds that the storage, possession and display of firearms and the storage, 

possession, display and sale of ammunition in the City of Albany require the regulation thereof in the 

public interest, convenience and necessity.  In addition, the presence of an unsecured, easily accessible 

loaded weapon in the home increases the likelihood of death or injury from accidents or impulsive acts.  

Guns left unattended in the home should be kept locked Council Member Fahey introduced the following: 

or stored securely to prevent access by children and others who should not have access to them.  Gun 

owners are responsible for keeping their firearms from falling into the hands of children and other 

unauthorized individuals. 

 

 § 193-7.  Definitions. 

 

Unless otherwise expressly stated, whenever used in this article, the following words shall have the 

meanings given to them by this section. When used herein: 

 

AMMUNITION -- Any projectile commonly known as a "bullet" or "shell." 

 

FIREARM -- Any weapon from which a shot is discharged by force of an explosive, or a weapon which 

acts by force of gunpowder, and shall include any weapon capable of being loaded with powder, ball or 

ammunition, and shall include any weapon which is otherwise capable of being loaded with powder, ball 

or ammunition, whether completed, assembled or from which any part or piece has been removed 

therefrom. 

 

PERSON -- Any person, firm, partnership, association, corporation, company or organization of any kind. 

 

SAFE STORAGE DEPOSITORY – A safe or other secure container which, when locked, is incapable of 

being opened without the key, combination or other unlocking mechanism and is capable of preventing an 

unauthorized person from obtaining access to and possession of the weapon contained therein. 

 

§ 193-8.  Storage. 

 

 A.         Firearms and ammunition for sale shall be kept secured at all times when the place in which they 

are held for sale is not open for business. The manner in which the firearms and ammunition are to be 

secured must be approved by both the Chief of Police and the Chief of the Fire Department upon receipt of 

appropriate application for such approval. Such approval shall in no case be unreasonably withheld. 

 

 B.        No person who owns or is custodian of a weapon shall store or otherwise leave such weapon out of 

his or her immediate possession or control without having first securely locked such weapon in an 

appropriate safe storage depository, which when locked, is incapable of being opened without the key, 

combination or other unlocking mechanism and is capable of preventing an unauthorized person from 

obtaining access to and possession of the weapon contained therein, or rendered it incapable of being fired 
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by use of a gun locking device appropriate to that weapon. The regulations provided for herein shall not 

apply to personal possession, use or ownership of firearms or ammunition therefor. 

 

§ 193-9.  Sale of ammunition and firearms. 

 

A.        Ammunition shall only be sold to persons possessing a valid firearms license, when a license is 

required for the type of firearm for which the ammunition is used. When purchasing any other type of 

ammunition, where a firearms license would not be required for the type of ammunition being purchased, a 

driver's license shall be required. A record shall be kept by the dealer of each sale of ammunition which 

shall show the type, caliber and quantity of ammunition sold, the name and address of the person receiving 

the same, the caliber, make, model, manufacturer’s name and serial number of the firearm for which the 

purchaser is purchasing ammunition, the date and time of the transaction, and the identifying number of the 

firearms or driver's license. Such record shall be maintained for 10 years and shall be made available to 

state and local enforcement agencies upon request. 

 

 B.        Every person engaged in the retail business of selling weapons shall post a notice in the place 

where such weapons are displayed or delivered to the purchaser conspicuously stating, in no smaller than 

24 point type and on no smaller than 8 ½ x 11 paper stating in bold print the following warning: 

 

  

WARNING:  RESPONSIBLE FIREARM STORAGE IS THE LAW IN THE CITY OF ALBANY.  

FIREARMS MUST BE STORED IN A SAFE OR OTHER SECURE CONTAINER WHICH, WHEN 

LOCKED, IS INCAPABLE OF BEING OPENED WITHOUT THE KEY, COMBINATION OR OTHER 

UNLOCKING MECHANISM AND IS CAPABLE OF PREVENTING AN UNAUTHORIZED PERSON 

FROM OBTAINING ACCESS TO AND POSSESSION OF THE WEAPON CONTAINED THEREIN, 

OR IS RENDERED INCAPABLE OF BEING FIRED BY USE OF A GUN LOCKING DEVICE 

APPROPRIATE TO THAT WEAPON. LEAVING FIREARMS ACCESSIBLE TO A CHILD OR 

UNAUTHORIZED PERSON MY SUBJECT YOU TO IMPRISONMENT, FINE, OR BOTH.  YOU 

MAY ALSO FACE ADDITIONAL CRIMINAL PENALTIES IF THE FIREARM IS USED BY 

ANOTHER NEGLIGENTLY AND CIVIL LIABILITY. 

 

§ 193-10.  Report of theft or loss to Police Department. 

 

Any theft or loss of ammunition or firearms from a storage vault, safe storage depository, or otherwise 

shall be reported immediately to the Police Department of the City of Albany. 

 

§ 193-11.  Declaration of state of emergency by Mayor. 

 

 In the event of disaster, riots, catastrophe, insurrection, war or acts of war and at which time the Mayor of 

the City of Albany or the Acting Mayor shall declare a state of emergency, then and in that event he may 

order such additional security measures as he may deem advisable. 

 

§ 193-12.  Penalties for offenses. 

 

Any person who shall violate or shall neglect or refuse to comply with this article or any provisions 

thereof, upon a first offense, shall be guilty of a violation and upon conviction thereof, shall be punishable 

by a fine not exceeding $250 or by imprisonment not exceeding 15 days.  Upon a second offense or when a 

first offense results in injury or death, the offender shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction 

thereof, shall be punishable by a fine not exceeding $1,000 or by imprisonment not exceeding one year, or 
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by both such fine and imprisonment, and each day of violation shall constitute a separate offense and be 

subject to punishment as such. 

 

  Section 2.  This local law shall take effect upon final passage, public hearing and filing with 

the Secretary of State. 

 

The remaining local laws on the agenda were held at the request of President Pro Tempore Conti. 

 

 

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES: 

 

Public Safety – Chairperson Golby reported that the committee met on Tuesday, July 7, 2015 at 5:L30 

p/.m. to discuss Mayor Sheehan’s appointment of Brendan Cox as Chief od the Albany Police Department. 

The Committee has an informative discussion on Acting Chief Cox’s current and future goal for the 

department. She stated that his appointment was reported out of committee favorably to the full Council. 

The committee also granted a residency requirement waiver to Acting Chief Cox to allow for his son to 

complete regency school before fulfilling the requirement of moving to City of Albany.  

 

Human Resources and Human Rights – Chairperson Fahey stated that the committee would be meeting 

on Monday, July 17, 2015 to interview Mayor Sheehan’s appointments to the Living Wage Compliance 

Committee.

Council Member Bailey introduced RESOLUTION NUMBER 40.71.15R, requested passage and a

RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE MAYOR TO ACT AS OFFICIAL 

REPRESENTATIVE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY TO SUBMIT ANNUALLY TO THE U.S. 

DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT THE “ANNUAL ACTION 

PLAN”, AND AMENDMENTS THERETO, UNDER THE COMMUNITY 

DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM 

 

WHEREAS, the Congress of the United States established the Community Development Block 

Grant Program; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Albany Community Development Agency has prepared the Annual Action Plan 

for the Community Development Block Grant Program Year 41 in accord with public hearings held on 

March 4 and March 24, 2015; and 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sec. 570.303 of the Code of Federal Regulations, a grantee of a 

Community Development Block Grant must certify that its governing body has duly adopted a resolution 

authorizing a person to act as its official representative to submit the Action Plan, amendments thereto, and 

all understandings and assurances thereto, and directing authorizing the persons identified as the official 

representative of the grantee to act in connection with the submission of the Action Plan and to provide 

such additional information as may be required. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby authorized the Mayor 

to act as the City of Albany’s official representative for the purpose of submitting the said Action Plan and 

all necessary understandings, assurances and amendments thereto. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Common Council hereby adopts the Action Plan for the 

Community Development Block Grant Program Year 41 as prepared by the Albany Community 

Development Agency, together with and including all understandings and assurances required thereby.

Council Member Igoe introduced RESOLUTION NUMBER 41.71.15R, which was referred to the 

Law, Buildings and Code Enforcement Committee: 

 

RESOLUTION OF THE COMMON COUNCIL CONSENTING TO WORKING OUT-OF-

CLASS ADJUSTMENTS REGARDING THE POSITIONS OF CHIEF INSPECTOR AND 

DEPUTY INSPECTOR 

  

WHEREAS, Section 604(D)(b) of the Charter of the City of Albany dictates that any transfer of 

budgeted funds that affects a salary total that occurs outside of those described in the duly adopted budget 

must be consented to by the Common Council; and 

 

 WHEREAS, it is recognized that the Chief Inspector and Deputy Chief Inspector of the Department 

of Buildings and Regulatory Compliance have been working out-of-class for a defined period of time; and 

 

 WHEREAS, in order to compensate the two employees who have worked outside of their Civil 

Service classifications the City requires one-time adjustments of the salary totals for the 2015 budget year. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the City of Albany 

consents to the transfer of funds affecting the salary totals for the Chief Inspector and Deputy Chief 

Inspector of the Department of Buildings and Regulatory Compliance for the 2015 budget year. 

 

 

 

Council Member Kimbrough introduced RESOLUTION NUMBER 42.71.15R, which was held: 

 

RESOLUTION OF THE COMMON COUNCIL SUPPORTING THE CREATION OF A 

STATEWIDE “TRUTH, JUSTICE AND RECONCILIATION COMMISSION” 

 

WHEREAS, according to a 2012 report by the Center for Law and Justice, there is, and has been 

for decades, an alarming overrepresentation of people of color in the Capital Region’s criminal and 

juvenile justice systems at every stage of the process from arrest to imprisonment; and 
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WHEREAS, pursuant to the “War on Drugs” and the Rockefeller drug laws, African-American and 

Hispanic men and women have been incarcerated, and removed from their families and communities, for 

non-violent offenses in disproportionate numbers; and 

 

WHEREAS, the State of New York has relied upon a policy of mass incarceration that has 

incarcerated hundreds of thousands of people for drug offenses over the past 41 years with the majority of 

them coming from African American and Hispanic communities; and 

 

WHEREAS, even after serving their sentences, individuals who have been convicted of felonies 

continue to suffer from discrimination, facing significant barriers in education, housing, employment and 

voting, which further harms them and their communities; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City wishes to repair the harm caused to individuals of color, their families and 

neighborhoods, as the result of mass incarceration, and to work toward redesigning the law enforcement 

and criminal justice systems to prevent such disparate impact in the future. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Albany Common Council hereby 

supports the creation of a statewide Truth, Justice and Reconciliation Commission (“Justice Commission”), 

for the purpose of righting injustices and inequities resulting from local and state law enforcement and 

criminal justice policies as applied to its minority communities and to work toward a more just society. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Albany Common Council supports a Justice 

Commission that will be “fashioned after a Commission created in South Africa” at the end of 

government-sanctioned apartheid in order to fairly address the injustices that occurred under that system. 

 

RESOLVED, that the Justice Commission shall be racially, ethnically diverse and as inclusive as 

possible of all stakeholders. 

 

RESOLVED, that the Justice Commission should be entrusted with and authorized to engage in the 

following endeavors: 

a) Examining the impact of the aforementioned drug laws and other law enforcement policies that 

have resulted in mass incarceration and the inequitable treatment of minorities; 

b) Hearing testimony of those adversely affected, particularly those who were incarcerated for non-

violent low-level crimes; 

c) Considering some type of restitution, monetary or otherwise, for individuals who  received unduly 

harsh treatment or served long sentences; 

d) Reviewing the cases of individuals who are still in prison for non-violent offenses, with a view 

toward release;  

e) Brainstorming ideas for significantly decreasing the current jail and prison populations; 

f) Reviewing laws that unfairly discriminate against those convicted of felonies after their release, in 

housing, employment, education or voting; 

g) Establishing a process whereby future laws will be reviewed with an assessment of their racial 

impact;   

h) Establishing an office for affirmative action, in employment, housing and education to provide 

opportunities in communities with high incarceration rates or to those who were adversely affected 

by the incarceration of family members; 

i) Establishing a liaison agency between urban areas and communities of color in order to heal racial 

divisiveness and establish trust and respect; and 
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j) Seeking other additional effective solutions to the mistrust engendered by past practices. 

 

 RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senate 

Majority Leader John Flanagan, Assembly Speaker Carl Heastie, State Senator Neil Breslin and 

Assemblymembers Patricia Fahy and John McDonald III.

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that James P. Sano is hereby appointed a Marriage 

Officer in the City of Albany for a term of two (2) weeks; to wit: July 24 through and including August 6, 

2014. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall be effective immediately.
